Introduction

This abbreviation is a conventional and common character in Greek papyri as well as modern
editions of papyri and related secondary literature. The character is common in modern
typography and considered a standard symbol, therefore, it needs a separate codepoint in the
Unicode Standard.

This character may represent any abbreviation with the letter rho in it. E.g. it may be used as part
of the abbreviation for the weight ‘gramma’ (see example).

The property for this character is “Lo.”
